In this day and age, it seems that we all 
are doing many things at once, just to get through the day. For example, I 
was sitting in the office yesterday doing some writing, and I had some mu-
sic playing in the background. I knew the CD was going, but I wasnõt really 
paying attention to the wordséor so I thought. 
 

I was about to write the phrase, òMeeting at 6 oõclock;ó when, having been 
influenced by the music I thought I could filter out, I wrote, òmighty is the 
power of the cross.ó (I am SO glad that I was writing in pencil and not        
permanent marker!) 
 

The lyrics of the song that I was listening to just seemed to seep into my 
mind, overpowering the thought processes happening there. Here they 
are: Mighty, awesome, wonderful, is the mighty cross. Where the Lamb laid down 
His life, to lift us from the fall; mighty is the power of the cross. * 
 

But as easy as it was to correct that mistake, it is not always so easy in life, 
as we try to do many things, to correct something that we do while in a 
hurry. Sometimes we speak or we act in ways that leave a permanent mark 
on othersénot easily erased.
